What are preliminary
Screenings?

Preliminary screening is the initial
examination of a development’s
potential for impact on the
environment, and the potential
for public concern.
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Why are preliminary screenings done?

* To ensure that the environmental impacts of proposed developments
are carefully considered before actions are taken; and

* To ensure concerns of aboriginal people and the general public are
taken into account.

* Screening, EA, and EIR must consider (s. 115 of MVRMA):

* the protection of the environment from significant adverse impacts

* the protection of the social, cultural and economic well-being of Mackenzie
Valley residents and communities.

* the importance of conservation to the well-being and way of life of
Aboriginal peoples.
